The RRWA and the Cumberland River Compact's Building 
Outside the Box program right here in our watershed! 
  
On April 6th and 7th the Cumberland River Compact and the Red River Watershed Association had a "hands-
on" streambank & riparian buffer restoration work weekend!.  The project site is located on Pleasant Grove 
Creek in Adairville, Logan County, Kentucky.   

  

The purpose of this important work is to improve water 
quality, reduce sediment loading, and restore the 
competency of Pleasant Grove Creek. 
  
The work consisted of re-shaping a vertical bank; 
removing woody debris from the stream and using it to 
fortify the streambank; placing a bio-degradable 100% 
coconut matting on the restored bank; and planting 
native grasses, plants and trees.

RED RIVER WATERSHED ASSOCIATION CELEBRATES 

YEAR'S SUCCESSES TOWARDS CLEANER WATER 



 On the evening of January 16, more than 30 members and 
friends of the Red River Watershed Association (RRWA) 
attended the RRWA's Annual Meeting to celebrate the 
organization's 2006 accomplishments.  Acknowledged 
successes included receipt of the Tennessee Governor's 
Environmental Stewardship Award in the category of Aquatic 
Resource Preservation for a visual stream assessment study of 
impaired waters, completion of a multi-site stream clean-up of 
Sulphur Fork Creek along the Springfield Greenway, stream 
remediation and the implementation of best management 
practices (BMPs) supported by Tennessee Wildlife Resources 
Agency (TWRA), the publication and dissemination of a 
brochure on sinkholes, and more.  Special thanks were given 
to members, Board members and volunteers for their 
financial, visionary and project support.  

  

  

One of the main highlights was an educational presentation by 
URS Corporation's, Dodd Galbreath, an expert on natural 
infrastructure for watershed management.  This included 
innovative techniques, like green roofs and rain gardens, from 
around the world that could be put in place by local governments, 
businesses, and individuals alike.  RRWA President, Jim Pascoe, 
challenged stakeholders in the Red River Watershed to find ways 
to put some of these practices in place to help protect our local 
waters.  As part of the challenge, the RRWA will maintain a 
section on its Web site to recognize these efforts and encourage 
others to do the same. 

Lindsay Gardner Bland, RRWA Executive Director, shared some of the group's 2007 goals.  The RRWA will 
continue its focus in three main program areas: river restoration/wildlife enhancement, water quality/land 
protection and education/outreach.  Specifically, proposed activities include carrying out a RiverSmart media 
campaign to increase public awareness of water quality issues and solutions, continued stream restoration, 
community involvement opportunities such as stream clean-ups, and special events, like the 6th Annual Canoe 
Float Trip on the  
Red River.  The RRWA's ability to continue this work is dependent on support from grantors and contributors.  
For this reason, the RRWA will be requesting assistance from local businesses to support these programs areas 
in the upcoming year as part of its corporate sponsorship campaign.

EPA Helps Farmers Turn Livestock Waste into 
Wealth  

EPA and its partners have released guidance that can help farmers manage livestock waste and boost farm 
earnings while reducing greenhouse gases. Processing livestock manure under controlled conditions can 
produce biogas, a source of greenhouse gas emissions. Farmers also benefit because the biogas can be used to 
generate electricity. 
 



"Using biogas has multiple benefits; it decreases greenhouse gas emissions, produces renewable energy for rural 
communities, and safeguards local air and water quality," said Bill Wehrum, EPA's acting assistant 
administrator of Air and Radiation. "This guidance will help farmers and potential investors make informed 
choices about which systems work best for farms, for profits, and for our environment." 
 
Biogas is made up of methane and carbon dioxide. Because methane is more than 20 times as potent as carbon 
dioxide at trapping heat in the atmosphere, capturing biogas provides significant environmental benefits. Also, 
farmers and project developers can increase their incomes by using biogas for on-site electricity generation or 
delivery to a local electric utility. 
 
Waste methane recovery systems, also known as anaerobic digestion systems, are estimated to be feasible at 
about 7,000 dairy and swine operations in the United States. In 2005, about 110 systems were operational or 
under construction, and another 80 were in the planning stages.  
 
The standardized guidance was developed jointly by EPA's AgStar program, the Association of State Energy 
Research and Technology Transfer Institutions, and USDA. The guidance will provide a standardized method 
that will allow farm operators and investors to compare the effectiveness of available waste methane recovery 
systems. 
 
AgStar is a voluntary program that encourages the use of waste methane recovery systems on dairy and swine 
farms. Each year, these systems have reduced methane by about 1.5 million metric tons of CO2 equivalent, 
while providing enough renewable energy to power over 20,000 average American homes. The program also 
assists countries throughout the world in developing biogas recovery projects through the Methane to Markets 
Partnership.
