How Clean Is YOUR Creek?   Is I t SAFE To Swim In, Fish In, And Enjoy? 

  

Kentucky©s Watershed Watch program is offer ing a chance to find answers to those 

questions.  You can learn about water  chemistry, ecology, and biology of streams.  

First you will be trained in water  quality data gather ing. After  training, you will be 

asked to choose a stream, r iver  or  spr ing/cave-system to monitor  in the Red River  

Watershed, and then pay several visits over  the year  to collect data on its condition 

including collecting water  samples that will be delivered to professional labs for  

analysis.  Data will be returned to volunteers, so they can see actual water  quality 

values for  their  chosen streams.����

Dates and tentative times for  training: 
Overview and stream selection: April 27 from 6:00 - 8:00? p.m.����
In-field training:  May 6, 9:00 a.m. to Noon?  
 
Chemical Sampling dates:  May 13, July 22, and September 23  

Sampling only takes 1-2 hours for  these three mornings, so it is not a big 
commitment on your  Saturdays.����

 
Biological Sampling date:    

   The RRWA is joining forces with the Cumber land 
River  Compact (CRC) and several other  local 
watershed groups in the Cumber land River  Basin to 
hold a multi-site, Basin-wide stream cleanup as par t 
of National Stream Clean-up Week.  National 
Stream Clean-up week is May 13-20.  For more 
information, visit the Amer ican Outdoors website 
http://www.amer icaoutdoors.org/nrcw/natao10.htm.  
The exact locations and date of the event are still 
being determined, but will either  be Saturday, May 
30th or  Saturday, May 20th.  We will provided a 
date, location and time as soon as it is available.  We 
welcome the par ticipation of individuals and groups 
alike.  The event will likely involve special incentive 
contests and more!  As the CRC’s Margo 
Farnsworth said, " There are litter-ally a million ways 
we could make this fun!“   The clean-up activities are 
suppor ted by a 2006 Clean Streams Grant through 
the Tennessee Wildlife Resources Agency.
